But, on the whole, this suite of items is better than most I've seen. We also have to be clear what
is meant by climate change science. Science has quite a bit of evidence that there has been a
warming trend. But, there is an implication in the item that climate change science has a
suggested response. | don't think this should be called climate change science. It should be called
climate change policy so that the science and policy are distinct, though, of course, they inform
one another.

This is a program that attempts to deal with the impacts of climate damage that we've already
caused. There are other measures which should be taken to reduce further damage. Ideally some
of these measures and the rationale for taking them springs forth from the MVP process.
