RYR 2019 

• Regional drop-off day for hard-to-recycle items  
 &  gently-used reusables  

• Over 200 types of items accepted: 
– Unusual: contact lenses, fire extinguishers, foreign 

currency, LED holiday lights, wine corks, tennis balls, 
Brita filters  

– Difficult: latex paint, Styrofoam®, mattresses, 
CDs/DVDs, cassette tapes, batteries, tires, plastic 
plant pots 

– Reuse: gently used musical instruments, household 
goods, sporting goods, eyeglasses, trading cards, 
bicycles, adaptive equipment 
 

** NOTE: Some items have a cost ** 



RYR Statistics 

• 2019: Over 350 cars. 2019 goal: 500 cars.  

• Have raised $8100 in cash and 1.5 tons of food 

for Loaves and Fishes in RYR’s 10 year lifetime.  

• Have kept 100 tons of material out of the landfills 

• Over 35 vendors in attendance each year.  

– Some are recyclers 

– Some are charitable or non-profit organizations who 

accept household goods to pass on to clients 

• RYR is open to residents of all towns
